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2023 was an exciting year for Delta Community Credit Union as we 
achieved several milestones in our ongoing effort to make a positive 
impact alongside our corporate and community partners.

For the past decade, an employee-led committee has served 
as responsible fiscal stewards by reviewing numerous applications 
and selecting deserving organizations to be recipients of our grant 
disbursements. “Serving on the Philanthropic Fund committee was one 
of the most gratifying experiences I’ve ever had,” expressed an inaugural 
2013 committee member.

This annual report will go beyond numbers, allowing you to read about 
our continued quest to support the ever-growing needs of children, young 
adults, families and seniors. I am proud to say that we have fine-tuned 
our strategy to benchmark improvements and successes as we introduce 
ourselves to schools and nonprofit organizations.

Reflecting on the past ten years, Delta Community has seen the impact its funding support 
has made in the areas of financial wellness, education, STEAM/STEM and physical health. By 
partnering with organizations that share the Credit Union’s values, millions of people in metro 
Atlanta have positively benefited, thus enhancing their quality of life in a meaningful way. 

Delta Community established its Philanthropic Fund Program in 2013 as a strategic means to 
make charitable contributions in the communities where we do business. To date, the fund has 
invested more than $1 million in local nonprofit organizations. Delta Community’s CEO, Hank 
Halter, and other Credit Union leaders, have taken immense pride in hosting hundreds of monthly 
check presentations to publicly acknowledge and thank grant recipients. Delta Community also 
places significant value on deepening its partnerships by hosting financial education workshops 
and providing event sponsorships with each year’s grantee recipients. Over the years, hundreds 
of Delta Community’s employees have volunteered thousands of hours both to select and actively 
support grant recipients in their local outreach and effort.

Since its launch, the fund has doubled its annual giving from $70,000 to now $150,000. Increasing 
the annual amount allocated to our Philanthropic Fund demonstrates Delta Community’s 
commitment to support worthwhile organizations that share its goal of improving physical and 
financial health, especially among young people.
